Help Save the Museum!
In earlier discussions and upon receipt of the Museum Advisor’s Recommendation to the Arts and
Culture Plan Working Group at the BVSC dated 18 April 2023 called: Sustaining Museums of the Bega
Valley, it has become clear that the Society cannot continue as it is. The Committee had already
recognised this i.e. the need for resources: people, skills & $’s. The Advisor identified areas go to the
age and condition of the building, the make-up of the Committee and the maintenance of the collection
both archival and equipment.
This is a chance for you as members to have a rewarding role in the Museum, bring your skills and
participate in future directions and change. 2024/2025 is shaping up to be a defining year with the
potential for significant changes and/or possible closure of the Museum. The Historical Society/
Museum committee needs active participants if it intends to achieve a sustainable heritage resource for
the region’s community.
Some of the identified areas that the historical society needs to actively engage in are school liaison,
lecture and discussion program, exhibition program, conservation and storage management, training &
skills development and maintenance plan to name a few. We need to think about which of these roles
we are prepared to pick up as the role of each committee member is necessarily different to the
volunteer aspects of the Museum. However if you have the skills to support any of these areas and do
not wish to serve on committee, please contact us.
In line with the Museum Advisors review the following needs to be considered:
Pros:
« Digitisation of significant objects using the eHive program — work in progress.
« Virtual museum project — work in progress.
« Electronic documentation ongoing and good.
Cons:
. Repair and maintenance costs are excessive.
. Income is not meeting basic expenditure.
. Lack of volunteers.
Suggestions:
« Sell the building and use the money to purchase storage space for the collection. For this to work the
collection would have to be culled severely in line with the collection policy. Liaise with other facilities/
museums to host displays in their spaces.
« Close the building as a museum - this does not solve the ongoing issue of maintenance.

The Bega Pioneers’ Museum is an institution occupying a heritage building - a repository of knowledge -
objects big and small and family papers and photos given by pioneers of the Valley. Let us avoid the need
to separate building from collection.

WOMEN OF BEGA.
Mrs. Emily Cochrane nee Flower.

Emily Redman Gregg Flower was born at Fairy Meadow near Kiama on July 17th 1849.

Her mother Annie was a niece of the Earl of Clarendon and her father Edward William Gregg
was a solicitor. Annie wanted for nothing as the family was well off and she was educated by a series of
tutors. When she was fifteen her tutor was Frederic Flower, ten years older than her. They married on
July 31st 1848 when she was sixteen. After there marriage it was suggested they move to The Colony and
they arrived in Sydney on the "St. George" in 1849.

Frederic got a job as a teacher in the Illawarra area where Emily and her three surviving brothers
were born. The family were living at Morpeth when Frederic died of pneumonia in 1858 as did their
youngest son James. Annie returned to the Wollongong area where she eked a living making cabbage
tree hats.

Annie met and married in July 1859 a dour farmer from Northern Ireland named William
Cochrane. They had seven children. Emily met and married her stepfathers younger brother James, a
handsome six foot tall redhead. They married when she was 21.

James Cochrane was a master butcher at the time of their marriage on 27th September 1871.
They moved to the South Coast after the birth of their first child Annie. James bought land and a
butchers shop in William Street Candelo where Mary, William, Lily and Fred were born. He sold the
business in 1882 and was proprietor of the Royal Hotel at Candelo when Florence was born in 1884.

In November 1885 they moved to South Wolumla after James bought the 'Middle Park' property
from his brother in law James Osborne. Their son James Flower Cochrane was born there as well as
Charles, Arthur and Edward Gregg.

Of their children Charles Royden died in 1900 aged three after a shooting accident, William
Henry drowned at Morpeth aged 28 and and the youngest Edward Gregg paid the supreme sacrifice
aged 21 years in 1917 during WW1. Emily was one of the many mourning mothers who took part in the
opening of the Bega Soldiers memorial in May 1924.

Emily passed away on April 28th 1927 aged 76 years.

BDN 21 June 1937

‘We have it and we have it not’

Although Bega Sewerage has been officially opened it is not yet functioning and Council is in the position of
the man “who dunno where we are.”

BDN 21 June 1937
“The Coronation Film will be presented to the district patrons of Downey’s Talkie this week. This special Air
Mail? Views of the coronation are well worth seeing. Later on a similar film will be shown in natural colour.”

BDN 21 June 1937

Death of Joseph Schuback 88 at Candelo - one of the 1st white children born here.

“BITUMEN FOR TARRAGANDA LANE”

In Bega Council the works committee recommended putting down bitumen on Tarraganda Lane, and also
acquiring a small portion of land at the turn from East Street, to improve the corner. The cost of this work
would be £175, of which the Main Roads Board would pay two thirds and the Council one third.”

MONDAY 22 MAY 1933
“Death of James Maples, Tanja aged 86 - born 24/12/1847 born Double Creek

BEGA BUSINESSES

“Pioneering Days in Bega” Sister B. Smith BVHS - Mar 1975

Henry Brown - came from America He made ploughs, coulters and dray parts - bucket handles & digging
implements, sharpened picks etc during 1860 Gold Rush. Cattle Brands He had 4 forges working at full
pressure.

His son Fred Brown - d July 1974 aged 100 made gates for churches, public buildings, private homes and the
‘lovely iron railing around the Boer War Memorial in Bega Park’.

MICHAEL GILDEA - Had a ‘smithy’ on fire station site. He made iron trolleys for carting milk to feed pigs -
eg at the Bega Settlement. The milk drum swung to avoid spilling on steep hillsides.

SCANES - BILL & HARRY Built Buggies & trotting gigs. Bill Scanes was a Master Blacksmith.

MAGNER, Thomas - Smithy on the corner of Carp & Parker Street. Always had horses tied up waiting to be
shod.

BILL JOHNSON He came much later. Repaired wheels and farm machinery & shod horses - show ponies
buggies & sulkies.

JACK BARBER Ditto with B. Johnson

Brown Brothers
Blacksmiths.

1874

January

John Jaggers was a collector in Gipps Street.

No issue of the Gazette on 12/1/1872.

W Thompson in Carp Street was the agent for the Sydney Insurance Co.

W G Hearne was a chemist in Gipps Stret.

Mrs. Sparkes needlework business opened in either Mr. Sturah’s saddlery or Mr. Lenehan’s saddlery.
William C Coulter of Bombala married Anne Jessie Baddeley of Pambula 10/1/1872.

W H Braine was an auctioneer, commission agent and land agent.

Gold was discovered at Towamba.

Public meeting held to discuss land bill.

February

Bega’s First Annual Show held 15/2/1872.

Mr. T Kelly was appointed agent for the Gazette at Cobargo.

Mr. I M Rosenthal, royal oculist optician and aurist, visits Bega for 8 days.

Mr. Joseph Twyford of Pambula is killed by a falling tree 9/2/1972.

The Rev. Thom of Pambula was leaving the district and had an auction of his residence.

Forty acres at Montagu were leased to Maurice Laycock and Isabella Barclay for a whaling station.
Mr. W Clements of Moruya visits Bega — standing against Mr. Clarke.

John D’Arcy offers to be a candidate for the Electorate of Eden.

John Ward was carrying dairy produce to the Sandy Creek and Tantawangalo Dairy Station.
Richard Bligh was paying cash for horse hair and hides.

March

The opening service of the Wesleyan Church at Tantawangalo was held with a meeting afterwards —
5/3/1872.

Bega Showground
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July

Constable McCarthy leaves Bega for Moruya.

Cobargo Union Church opened.

Pambula Courthouse - Schafer v Walsh.

Nelson Prospecting Co. held a shareholder meeting at the Bega School of Arts.
Improvements to the Wesleyan Church at Tantawangalo were to start.

W Neilley was an accountant and arbitrator in Bega.

Mr. Fred Hand had portion of his left foot amputated.

Constable Goff was transferred to the Monaro. He was replaced by Constable Preston of Adaminaby.
Mr. Thomas Mooney left the Royal Hotel.

James Ewan was a candidate for the office of director of the Australian Steam Navigation Co.
Mrs. Clarke of Gipps Street was advertising board and residence.

Messrs. L and I Rixon purchased Mrs. Malcolm’s dressmaking business in Gipps Street.
C Jaggers was charged with stealing cattle.

Bega residents began raising money to acquire a bandmaster for the Bega Band.

John van Hemert was granted an auctioneer’s licence at Eden.

August

Bega Police Court — Henry Green v Frank Bird, W D Tarlinton v Charles Jaggers.

Mary Ann Momsen of Wolumla died aged 2 years and 6 months.

Mr. Neilley and Mr. L S O’Toole purchased The Southern Standard newspaper.

Mrs. Braine had a daughter.

Tarraganda residents were discussing a new bridge.

Charles Burdett charged with administering a noxious drug to Phoebe Hanks.

Mr. W Allan of Warraguburra crushed his finger in the new mowing machine.
